All three centers exclusively offer full-day care for all children. The Studierendenwerk Mainz is

responsible for the registration process of all the daycare centers. Places at the childcare centers are

not allocated in order of application but rather on the basis of urgency: 1. Children of single parents

have priority, 2. Children whose siblings already attend one of the childcare centers do have priority

as well. We hope for your understanding that all other causes of urgency are subordinated to these.

This daycare center is open for the children of students, faculty and staff of the JGU Mainz, who have
their primary residence in Mainz City. Only very few exceptions can be made. We strongly
recommend visiting the center before you make an application.

Admission

o Members of the kindergartens’ parents’ committees (in an advisory capacity)

Registration
